1. Introduction

2. Preparation of Abstracts
Prepare your paper in two columns on a 8.5” x 11” white paper. Begin the second column on the first page at the same level as “1. Introduction”. On the second page proceed from the top.
2.1 Suggested fonts and point sizes

For the title of abstract: Times New Roman (12), bold
For the authors’ names: Times New Roman (11), italic
For the authors’ affiliations: Times New Roman (10)

For the text: Times New Roman (10)

2.2 Figures and Form

If possible, fit figures and tables in one column. Large figures and tables may span across the whole page width. Figure captions should appear below the figures; table captions above the tables.

2.2 Referencing system

Number citations, consecutively, in square brackets: [1], [2],… In the text, if possible, refer simply to the reference number as [1], [2],… References should be typed in the format shown below.
